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Five of the best luxury resorts for apres-ski

Where to find the best post-piste indulgence
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The car-free alpine paradise of Zermatt is home to quintessential post-ski indulgences
such as those offered by the famed Grand Hotel Zermatterhof (from £440 a night). At
this small yet mighty five-star oasis, skiers will find apres-service at its Matterhorn-facing
brasserie, Lusi Lounge. The terrace menu features classics including mulled wine and hot

toddies, to be paired with cheese plates, tartes flambeés and other Swiss-inspired

gastronomic offerings.
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Dolomites, Italy

The breathtaking, Unesco-listed Dolomites are a wellspring of scenic beauty all year
round. During the winter months, this ski mecca is home to a number of luxurious aprés-
ski services worth experiencing. Just off the ski-lift stations of San Cassiano’s Rosa Alpina
(from £415 a night), a member of Leading Hotels of the World, holidaymakers can live
la dolce vita at Hugs’ Bar. Start with an afternoon hot chocolate and graduate to
something a bit stiffer — at 10pm, the aprés-lounge transforms into a fabled disco bar.
West of San Cassiano, in South Tyrol, skiers can delight in an abundance of wellness
offerings at Alpin Panorama Hotel Hubertus (pictured; from £150 a night), including its
irresistibly Instagrammable Sky Pool. There’s also an array of charming dining halls

serving up tasty views and cocktails with an alpine view.
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Park City, Utah, USA

It comes as no surprise that Park City, Utah — a ritzy ski oasis to the stars — offers some of
western America’s most decadent apres-ski offerings. To escape the bustle of downtown,
retreat to the immaculately restored Washington School House Hotel (from £540 a
night) for fireside snacks and a glass of wine, followed by a dip in its heated outdoor
pool. Those hitting the pristine slopes of Deer Valley can ski in and out of two top-tier
evening experiences: the Veuve Clicquot and caviar service in the luxuriously appointed
Aprés Lounge at Montage Deer Valley (pictured; from £975 a night) and mountain-view
bites and tipplers at the iconic St Regis Deer Valley (from £775 a night). Skiers who have
worked up a real appetite, though, should consider lingering a bit longer at the latter
property — its fabled champagne-sabering ritual commences nightly at 6:30pm, and
dinner at Rime, its just-opened, New England-inspired restaurant overseen by the chef

Matthew Harris, is served until 9:30pm.
